The Indian Association of Physiotherapists, Tamil Nadu Branch (TNIAP), celebrated 

World Physiotherapy Day 2025 with a series of statewide activities aimed at 

promoting public awareness, professional identity, and academic enrichment among 

physiotherapists. 

 

As part of the celebration, greetings and wishes were received from the Hon’ble 

Governor of Tamil Nadu, the Hon’ble Chief Minister, and several political leaders, 

recognizing the invaluable service rendered by physiotherapists in healthcare, 

rehabilitation, and preventive wellness. 

 

Throughout September, various district branches organized rallies, CME programs, 

and public outreach events: 

 

The Trichy District Branch organized a Physiotherapy Awareness Rally and a 

Continuing Medical Education (CME) program on 7th September 2025. 

 

The Tanjore Branch conducted a CME Program on 14th September 2025. 

 

The Coimbatore and Tirupur Branches jointly held a CME Program on 21st 

September 2025. 

 

On 8th September 2025, commemorating World Physiotherapy Day, the Namakkal, 

Ranipet, Thiruthani, and Arakkonam Branches conducted public awareness rallies in 

Namakkal and Ranipet, emphasizing the role of physiotherapy in improving quality of 

life and preventing disability. 

 

In Tuticorin, physiotherapists organized a Physiotherapy awareness and screening 

camp at the District Collectorate, providing guidance to the public on posture, pain 

prevention, and exercise habits. 

 

 

As a highlight of this year’s observance, TNIAP released a Quackery Awareness 

Poster under the theme “Verify Your Physio”, along with “Rights and Responsibilities 

of Physiotherapists” in bilingual format (English and Tamil). 



This initiative aims to educate the public to consult only qualified physiotherapists 

and to uphold ethical and professional standards across the state. 

 

Additionally, TNIAP has issued guidelines for fresh physiotherapists entering the 

profession, recommending a minimum salary of ₹35,000 in multispecialty hospitals, 

rehabilitation centers, and fitness facilities across Tamil Nadu. 

This serves to ensure fair remuneration, recognition, and professional dignity for 

newly qualified physiotherapists. 

 

Articles highlighting the significance of physiotherapy and the month-long celebration 

were also published in leading newspapers statewide, further strengthening public 

awareness about the profession’s role in promoting movement, health, and 

independence.
